1.  Call to Order

Chairman Karl Olson called the meeting to order at 5:12 p.m.
2.  Approve April 14,  2014 minutes

Al Cohen moved to approve the minutes of April 14, 2014.  Vote 2-0-2.
3.  Review Route 1 Design Standards

The following changes were made:

Page 1, 1) second line, replace “between” with “among”

Page 1, 1) third line, add “visual” (shall minimize the visual effects)

Page 2, b, fourth line, replace “avoid facing” with “not face”

Page 2, 2d, first line, delete “s” after circulation

Page 4, 5, second line, should be “rights of way”

Page 4, 5a, second line, should be “right of way”
Page 4, 5b, fifth line, change “are strongly encouraged” to “shall be installed if the site         topography permits”

Page 4, 6, second line, delete + after planning

Page 5, 6a, second line, add “design” after management

Page 5, 6c, first line, delete apostrophe and s after development.  

Page 6, 7, third line replace smells with “odors”
Page 6, 7a, third line, delete comma after areas

Page 6, 7e, first line, add “application to the town” after “before”
Page 6, 7e, second line, add after “fire department” “EMS, Police, Public Works”

Page 6, 7e, fourth line, add “Comments from those representatives shall be included in the application.

The above changes should also be made in the Bath Road Commercial District and Bath Road Mixed Use districts where applicable.  

Page 9, 5a, second line, add “where feasible” after located

Page 13, 7b, The committee tentatively changed to “Residential uses within 500’ feet of Route 1 shall be allowed only on the second and/or third floor of a mixed use building” but this will be discussed further when the map is available.
No decision was made on Page 5, Section 6c and Page 6, Section 7a and those sections will be discussed at the next meeting.  

 4.  Set workshop date for historic preservation ordinance
Misty Parker reported that the draft had not yet been received from the attorney; however, the workshop for the historic preservation ordinance will be scheduled for June 9.    There will be no meeting on the 26th, which is Memorial Day; the next committee meeting will be on June 2.  

According to the attorney, the Board of Appeals ordinance will need to be amended to include the historic preservation ordinance.

5.  Identify groups to invite to historic preservation workshop

Postcards will be sent to the residents of the three districts in the Historic District, the Conservation Commission, the Historical Society, former Historic Commission members, Historic New England, the Waterfront Committee and the Chamber of Commerce.

6.  Review ORC Communications Policy

A final draft will be sent to committee members before the next meeting.
