Wiscasset Budget Committee Meeting

Wiscasset Municipal Building

March 4, 2010

The meeting was called to order at 6:30 PM at the Municipal Building.

Budget Committee members in attendance:  Judith Colby, Sherri Dunbar, Ed Polewarczyk, Richard Hanson, Constance Schumann and Steve Mehrl.  Currently there are three vacant seats on the Committee.

Sherri Dunbar made the motion to accept the agenda.  Motion was seconded by Ed Polewarczyk.  Motion passed 6-0.

Sherri Dunbar made the motion to accept the minutes of February 4th as written.  Motion was seconded by Ed Polewarczyk.  Motion passed 6-0.

The committee discussed the tax settlement that was paid on the Mason Station, 2 house lots and 6 acres of land.  The rest of the property is scheduled to back to the town.  The I Park taxes were paid, but Point East still owes the town the $250,000 mortgage payment plus interest.  

The committee discussed the sewer and storm drain project for Main Street and Federal Street.  The projected cost of the town’s share of the project is estimated at $2.7 million.  Several options are being considered for the payment of the project.  One option is to borrow the $2.7 million from the State of Maine Revolving Loan Fund and to commit funds from an increase in sewer fees and other Municipal resources to pay back the loan.

The committee discussed the timeline for the 2010-2011 Budget.  The Budget Committee will meet with the Board of Selectman and Department Heads on Saturday March 20th from 9:00 am to 2:00 pm.  The Budget Committee agreed to schedule tentative meeting for Monday March 22nd and Tuesday March 23rd to discuss the budget presented on March 20th.  Further meeting are scheduled for Wednesday March 31st and Thursday April 1st.   All meeting will be held at the Municipal Building starting at 6:30 pm.

Judith Colby made the motion to adjourn.  Motion was seconded by Sherri Dunbar.  Motion passed 6-0.

Having no further business the meeting adjourned at 8:00 p.m.
