1.  Call to Order

In absence of a Chairman and Secretary present, Town Clerk Chris Wolfe opened the meeting and called for nominations for a Chairman. 
2.  Appoint Chairman.
Karl Olson moved to nominate Ray Soule for Chairman.  Vote 4-0-1.

3.  Consideration of July 14, 2014 minutes
Karl Olson moved to approve meeting notes as typed.  Vote 3-0-2. 
4.  Site Plan Review Applicant Cecilion Juntura. 
Karl Olson recused himself from review of the application because of potential conflict of interest.  Al Cohen joined the meeting at 7:08pm. Mr. Juntura discussed his intended plans to convert the existing retail property to a take-out restaurant business. 
Soule asked if there will be seating. Juntura responded there will be no tables inside, some seats for people waiting. He will have to picnic tables outside. 

It was confirmed that review by the State Fire Marshalls office is not required. Juntura has submitted an application for entrance permit with Maine DOT. A revised application cover sheet and signed site plan were submitted as well. 

Parking for the business was discussed. The ordinance does not provide a required parking schedule and therefore the Board will need to evaluate the 4 outlined spaces for adequacy.  With a limit of two tables outside, the Board felt this would be acceptable. Soule reflected on past uses and did not remember issues with parking. Parker commented on the property file and records of past parking issues affiliated with the former restaurant use, mostly with parking along Flood Avenue that was not permitted. 
The Board asked if the location was business was currently opened. Juntura responded that it was open for sale of live lobster and retail was permitted because it was not a change of use. Cohen advised the applicant that there may be issues with the DOT permitting if the business is open before their review. The Planning Board cannot approve the site plan application until an entrance permit is issued. 

The Waste Water Treatment department requested the location install a check valve.  The applicant confirmed a check valve was installed. The Board agreed the Town Licensed Plumbing Inspector will need to confirm this was completed. 

Cohen made a motion to accept the application as complete subject to Maine DOT permit. Voted 5-0-0.
