1.  Call to Order

4.  Approve Findings of Fact, Conclusions of Law for September 8, 2014 approval for Allen Cohen, 2 JB’s Way, expansion of storage facility
Karl Olson moved to approve the Findings of Fact as amended to correct a typo in Section 9.1.  Vote 5-0-0.
5.  Frank “Bud” Gallagher – Site Plan Review for two buildings for float manufacturing and boat storage business, 654 Bath Road, U16, Lot 18

Ray Soule moved to appoint Karl Olson to chair the meeting for the Gallagher application.  Vote 4-0-1.  Ray Soule recused himself and the meeting recessed until a quorum was present.  The meeting resumed at 7:40 p.m.  

Mr. Gallagher plans to build a 1,008-square foot office building, a 5,000-square foot manufacturing and storage facility and a 21,400-square foot gravel boat storage area.  The first 500 feet of the lot where the development is planned is in the commercial zone, the southern portion of the lot is rural.  The buildings will be screened from residential properties by natural buffering.  The facility will be served by town water and sewer.  There will be no impact on wetlands.  A public hearing was not considered necessary as all abutters were notified of this meeting.  Al Cohen moved to accept the application as complete.  Vote 5-0-0.  Jackie Lowell moved to approve the application.  Vote 5-0-0.  The plans were signed by board members.
