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Ad Hoc Cemetery Committee Minutes

The first item of business was the draft policy on repurchase and transfer of ownership of burial lots in the Wiscasset public cemeteries. Jason moved that the committee adopt and send to the selectmen the wording that appeared in the November 3 minutes. Cindy seconded and the was motion carried 4-0-0. The chairman will present the recommended policy to the town manager for consideration by the Board of Selectmen. 
David reported that he still intended to meet with the town manager to discuss his complaint that cemetery perpetual care funds were being improperly spent, because there are no trustee currently appointed to approve expenditures from the perpetual care fund.

David also indicated that he still intended to followup on the tip he had from Stuart Wyman about an unknown private cemetery off the Gardiner Road.

Under new business David brought to the committee's attention information that he received from Merle West about a paupers' burial ground associated with Greenlawn Cemetery. David agreed to discuss the existence of such a burial ground with Steve Christiansen who maintains the cemeteries for the Wiscasset Public Works Department. Don said he will ask the town clerk whether the town has any records of pauper graves.

The meeting adjourned at 8:05pm. The next meeting will be on Monday March 2. there will be no meeting in February.
