The Wiscasset Board of Appeals met at 6:30 pm Thursday, 4 September 2014 to consider the appeal of L. Douglas Henderson to allow continuation of a non-conforming handicap entrance over Town property and within the 10 foot building limit at 16 Lee Street.

Board of Appeals members present were Susan Blagden, Chairman, Joan Barnes, Secretary, Denis Hebert, John Blagdon, Kathleen Lincoln and alternate Susan Van Alsenoy.

The Town Selectmen met on 5 August 2014 and agreed to allow the ramp to continue over Town property.

Mr. Henderson had presented a letter from Kenneth Stone, M.D., stating that Mr. Henderson has ongoing orthopedic issues and medical necessity for the continued of the ramp.

Mr. Henderson told the Board that because of his physical condition he uses a cane and 

Cannot cope well with stairs (steps)

John Blagdon moved, seconded by Denis Hebert, that the request be granted for as long as needed by Mr. Henderson.  When the ramp is no longer needed by Mr. Henderson it will be completely removed within 60 days.

The assenting vote was unanimous.
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
