Section 10 .5.2.4a:  In the second line change or to and.
Section 10.6.1.1: Replace the both paragraphs of this section with the following:

“10.6.1.1  Notice to applicant, property owner and abutters.  Before consideration of a certificate of appropriateness, the Town shall inform the applicant or property owner of the date, time and location of the meeting at which the application will be reviewed.  The applicant or property owner shall send notice of the meeting to owners of property within 250 feet of the properties involved, as noted on the tax records, indicating the time, date and place of the consideration of the application.  The notices shall be sent by certified mail at least seven days prior to the Board meeting at which the applicant will be heard.  Failure of any person to receive notice shall not necessitate another hearing or invalidate any action of the Commission.”  
In response to a question regarding the application process, Ben Averill said that depending on the changes to be made the CEO and/or  Planner would refer the applicant to either the Historic Preservation Commission or Planning Board as appropriate.
