The commission discussed the next steps in becoming a Maine Street community, including
hosting an open house with a speaker from Maine Street to present to downtown businesses
and to the select board. Wendy will call Anne Ball with Maine Street to determine her
availability. Al will contact the Chamber of Commerce to get them involved.

It is in the town’s best interest to complete the process of becoming a CLG before we get to
work on becoming a Maine Street community. John will follow up to determine what changes
were needed to our ordinance to bring it up to the CLG guidelines. We also need to look at
getting a survey done.
